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What Is the Trans-Generation-All Project?
Trans-Generation-All is a creative, intergenerational arts project bringing together trans+ people of different ages to explore identity, joy, hope, and futurity through art, music, writing, poetry, and storytelling.
The project uses a series of facilitated workshops to support creative expression, shared learning, and reflection across generations. The work created may contribute to internal project evaluation and (with consent) awareness-raising activity.

2. Do I Have to Take Part?
No.
Participation is entirely voluntary.
If you choose to take part, you will be asked to complete a digital consent form (via Google Forms) confirming: 
your agreement to participate
your preferences around recording
whether you consent to sharing creative work on Theatre for Life platforms
You may decline any activity and take breaks at any time.

3. What Will Taking Part Involve?
Workshop Activities
You will be invited to take part in up to eight creative workshops, delivered both in-person and online. Activities are accessible, supportive, and flexible, and you may choose how much you engage.
The workshops include:
Getting to Know You Through Art
Participants work in pairs to share stories and create portraits (realistic or abstract) inspired by one another.
Identity Through Music
Exploring how music shapes trans+ identity across generations, including group discussion and collaborative sound-world creation.
Trans+ Joy Through Art
Games, collage, drawing, and mixed-media art to explore what trans+ joy looks and feels like.
Hope Through Poetry
Writing individual and collaborative poems inspired by trans+ and queer poets, focusing on past, present, and future.
Locating Ourselves Through Writing (Online)
Free-writing and discussion around self-recognition, representation, and visibility, using any creative medium participants prefer.
Objects That Mean Something (Online)
Writing inspired by meaningful personal objects and their connection to trans+ experience.
Found-Object Storytelling
Creating characters and stories inspired by found objects, with a focus on trans-futurity.
Time Capsules and Utopias
A final celebratory session imagining trans+ futures, creating a collective time capsule of art, writing, and hopes.
You do not have to attend every session to take part. 

4. Confidentiality and Use of Your Information
(Theatre for Life as Data Controller)
Your participation and any information collected during the research and creative process will be kept strictly confidential by Theatre for Life and Beyond Reflections.
Only authorised team members may access your data for:
monitoring
evaluation
auditing
ethical compliance
Regulatory or funding bodies may review data to ensure the project is conducted correctly. All such individuals are bound by confidentiality.

Anonymity and Safeguards
We will take every possible step to ensure you cannot be identified:
Transcripts will be anonymised using unique reference numbers
Names, locations, and identifying details will be removed
Your name will never appear in reports, presentations, or publications without your explicit consent

5. Recording, Media & Creative Outputs
Video recordings may be made without audio, capturing artwork only
Recording will take place only with prior media consent
Participation in public events, festivals, or online sharing is optional
You may change your consent choices at any time

Creative contributions (poetry, art, music) may be shared only with your explicit consent, which can be withdrawn.

6. Withdrawal of Consent
You may withdraw from the project at any time, without giving a reason.
Your rights will not be affected.

If you withdraw:
Any identifiable data that can still be linked to you will be destroyed
Data already anonymised or processed for evaluation will be retained only to ensure accuracy

7. Recording of Performances – Consent & Storage
Duration of Consent
Consent for recordings will last:
Up to 5 years from the date of performance, or
Until the recording is no longer required for evaluation or education
After this, recordings will be deleted or fully anonymised.

Use of Recordings
Recordings will be used only for:
project reporting
evaluation
education and community engagement
presentations to funders and partners
They will not be used commercially without additional consent.
Withdrawal Limitations
You may withdraw consent until:
the recording has been publicly shared, and
removal is no longer technically possible
If withdrawal happens before publication:
isolated footage will be removed where possible, or
the recording will not be used externally

8. Who Will See the Recordings?
You will be informed in advance if recordings may be shown to:
partner organisations
funders
community groups
educational institutions
industry stakeholders
restricted online platforms (e.g. password-protected Vimeo)
New consent will be sought if additional audiences are proposed.

9. What Will Happen to the Results?
Project findings will be used for internal evaluation only and will not identify you without consent.
Data will be thematically analysed to explore:
participant demographics
shared experiences and perspectives
barriers faced by trans+ people and professionals
emerging themes from surveys and discussions
The final evaluation report will remain internal to Theatre for Life, Beyond Reflections & the University of Southampton. 

10. Wellbeing, Support & Safeguarding
Trained facilitators from Beyond Reflections will be present at each session for support. They can also meet you beforehand if you are worried about arriving at the venue on your own. If you would like to arrange this, please get in touch with Abigail (email below).
If you feel distressed or uncomfortable at any time, please speak to a member of the team immediately. You are also welcome to step out of the session at any time if you need to.
Beyond Reflections will also be providing online aftercare sessions if you need extra support after attending a session, more details on how to access this will be provided to participants before their first session. Our facilitators can also help you to book or you can contact Abigail via email.
