Create a cosy reading den using whatever
you have at home.

The ‘summer slide’ isn't just about playground fun; it's about children forgetting some
of what they learned in school during the six week holidays. Studies show that children
can forget about a month's worth of learning over the summer and over the last eight
years, research has also indicated fewer children are reading during the holidays. So
when school starts again, teachers spend a month or more ensuring everyone has
caught up.
