Onions – one dish of 3 over 250g 

Onions – one dish of 5, 250g or less

Shallots – pickling, one dish of 6 to pass through 30mm ring 

 
29. COLLECTION OF POTATOES 

Four dishes of 3 – four varieties (must be named) 

 

30. COLLECTION OF 4 DISHES OF VEGETABLES 
From:  Potatoes (4) 1 cultivar; Tomatoes medium (4); stump rooted carrots (4);

RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

1. The competition is open to all PAID UP and Life Members of the 
NVS and members of Societies affiliated to the NVS. 

2. There is no entry fee to any of the classes. 
3. Entries to be in the hands of the Show Secretary no later than 

22nd September. 
4. Staging of exhibits – between 2.30pm on Thursday 26th and 

6.00am on Friday 27th Sept.   NVS stewards will not be available 
after 10.00 pm on Thursday. 

5. Judging will commence at 6.30am prompt on Friday 27th Sept. 
6. Exhibits may not be removed from the show until after 4.45pm on 

Sunday 29th Sept. 
7. All root vegetables to have tops trimmed to approx. 75mm. 
8. ONLY PLATES, DISHES, RINGS, BOARDS AND SAND provided by the 

Society may be used, except for classes 8 and 9, where own 
staging is to be used.   Height must not exceed 150mm from the 
surface of the table to the top of the staging. 
Black cloth is permitted in classes, 8, 9 & 28. 

            Exhibitors should use their own equipment for classes 1 and 2. 
9. Onions and Shallots to be tied with natural raffia only. 
10. NVS variety cards only to be used. 
11. Handling of vegetables after judging is strictly forbidden. 
12. Only ONE entry per membership number per class. 
13. Class 26 is for members who have not won a first prize at an NVS 

show. 
14. The Judges' decision is final. 
15. Vegetables to be kept fresh with WATER ONLY.
